Creating a Learning Module

Learning Modules allow you to create a book-like collection of materials focused on a specific subject

that students can navigate through at their own pace. Instructors can create a structured path for

progressing through the items. The path can be set so that students must view content sequentially, or
set to permit users to view the content in any order. Learning Modules would not typically contain
assignments or other activities - just static materials for students to review.

Example: Students use the Table of Contents to navigate through a Learning Module.
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The Course Menu appears on the left side of the course site
window. It is the cornerstone for the organization and
navigation of your course. You can create links on the
Course Menu to present tools and instructional materials to
users. You can also customize the appearance of the
Course Menu by changing the display order of the Menu
items.
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Step 1:

Click, Build Content along the top of a content area and choose Learning Module.
